How many times have you been on

a winding road on a bright sunny day
and had ro continuously swing your
visor from side-ro-side to block me
sun? Taurus GL, MT5, LXseelans and
wagons incorporate a unique secend-
ary visor for the elriver allel, on LX,
there's one for the right-hand
passenger as weIl. lt's a thoughtful
innovation mat lets you screen me
sun frorn the front and side at me
sarne time, acknowledging once and
for all mal all roads do not run in a
straight line.

Luggage rack
Since most station wagons are

inevitably useel to carry something
that won'r fit easily into me rear cargo
area, we've made the luggage rack
standard equiprnent on all Taurus
wagons.

When you buckle up in the front

seat of Taurus, the seat belt stays in
adjustment no matter where rhe seat is
positioneel. It doesn'r tighten when the
seat is moved forward and it won't
loosen when the seat is moved back.
This is because Forel anchoreel the
beIts ro the seat tracks. A simple but
thoughtful idea. In addition, Taurus
seat beits incorporate plastic covered
buckles that stay cool in a hor cal' and
have top-moumed releases for easy
one-hand operation.

Flush glass all around
The clean, flush appearance of the

Taurus "greenhouse" is as functional
as it is visually appealing.
