Inside Thunderbird
Ergonomie design

The seienee of ergonornies
involves the relationship bet ween a
vehicle and us driver anel passengers.
The best ergonomie elesign max-
unizes factors such as seating
posirion, placement of instrurnents
anel comrols, comfort anel visibility.

In Thunderbird, applied
ergonomics creared an cnvironmeur
wirh sensible, convenicnt positioning
of scats, conrrols, insrrurnents anel
lights. Por example, turn signa Is,
windshield wiper/washer controls
and headlamp dimmer are meunred
on the steering column al the drtvers
fmgerups.

The inelivielually reclining split
bench trom scats also benefit from
ergonomie elesign. They're boely-
conroured for comforrable back and
thigh support with deep foam
cushions supportcel by firm but flex i-
bie sprtngs. The rear beneh seat can
accommodare up tO three passengers.

What sets élan apart is an interlor
compartment inrended for the ulti-
mate in Thunderbird comfort anel
luxury. The split bench seats are
rrunmed in fine cloth (ultrasoft
learher trim is optional) and feature
4-way adjustable headrests. There are
clorh inserts" in the cloor panels and
in the coved area of the quarrer trim
panels. Well-appointecl cloor trim
panels inclucle courtesy lights. Cour-
tesy lights are located in the quarter
trim panels, toa, and are operared by
a console-mounred switch.

Ford takes tough rneasures to pro-
tect its cars against the damaging
effects of corrosion. Galvanized steel
is used for important underbody and
structural parts. Pre-coared steel, fea-
turing corrosion inhibitors, is also
used in major body panels. Special
trearrnents are applied ro selected
areas of rhe body structure.
